AUGUST 22, 2008

On a motion made and duly seconded, the minutes of the May 1, 2008 Board of Directors meeting were approved.  The motion passed.

DISCUSSION/EMERGING ISSUES
Grady Hazel gave a report on the State Board’s proposed rules for implementing facilitated access of Peer Review reports. 

The board received an update on the CPE program, including a review of the State Board’s proposed rules on self study and internet based CPE programs.  Diane Jones reviewed with the board some of the new partnerships the Society was investigating to take advantage of these new rules.   Grady gave a report on the results of the survey of CPE transcripts.

The board received an update on recent activities of the Legislative Auditor in the area of governmental audits.

OLD BUSINESS
The Board received an update on the status of the implementation of no notification and no fee throughout the country,

The Board received an update on the recent legislative sessions.

The Board was asked to review the list of legislators who did not have a keyperson and let the Society know if they could help locate a keyperson.  
There was no other old business to come before the Board.

NEW BUSINESS

The board reviewed the recommendation of the Peer Review Committee to increase the reinstatement fee to $250. On a motion duly made and seconded, the board voted to adopt the Committee’s recommendation.   The motion passed.

The board reviewed the recommendation of the Peer Review Committee to charge a fee of $800 plus the amount of Society dues in the partner category as the Peer Review administrative fee for those individuals who are not AICPA or LCPA members.  On a motion duly made and seconded, the board voted to approve the committee’s recommendation.   The motion passed.

Roy Austin on behalf of the Northshore chapter asked that the Society consider taking credit cards as a means of payment.  Staff will bring back a report at the next meeting.

There was no new business to come before the Board.

COMMUNICATION

The board’s attention was drawn to communication from LABI regarding single agency sales tax collector.

OTHER REPORTS

Al Suffrin informed the board of the Society’s recent activities with the Louisiana Department of Revenue.  He also indicated that this was the year we would do the survey of our members regarding the Department.
Ann Lupo gave a report regarding activities of the Gulf Coast Project both in New Orleans and Houma.
TREASURER'S REPORT
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board accepted the Treasurer's Report as of May 31, 2008.  The motion passed.

REPORTS OF CHAPTERS
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to accept the chapter reports.  The motion passed.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES
The Board was referred to committee reports for their information.  All items requiring action had previously been considered in New and Old Business.

MEMBERSHIP
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board approved the membership report of August 6, 2008 with total membership of 6,459 members.  The motion passed.

OTHER BUSINESS

There was no other business to come before the Board.
