DECEMBER 19, 2007
The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Society of Louisiana CPAs was called to order by President, Brent Silva at 9:30 a.m. on December 13, 2007 at the Hilton Riverside, in New Orleans, Louisiana.

Members present were: Brent Silva President; Ken Abney, President-elect; Mollie Broussard-Duncan, Treasurer; Tommie Vassel, Immediate Past-President; Thomas Cotton, Roy Austin, Charles Coe, Shawn Mauldin, Ted Stacey and Bob Angelico, Board Members-at-Large; Edmond Haase’, New Orleans Chapter President; Mark Felger, South Central Chapter President; Stella Helluin, Northshore Chapter President-elect; Christine Dunn, Acadiana Chapter President; Bill Schooley, Northeast Chapter President, Kevin Knight Central Chapter President-elect and Jeff Koonce, Baton Rouge Chapter President.  Also in attendance was Jullin Renthrope, New Orleans Chapter President-elect.  Members of Council present were Rowland Perry. Mark LaCour and Brian Gallagher, members of the Young CPA Board were present.  Staff present was Grady Hazel, Ex-Officio Secretary/Executive Director, Al Suffrin, Communications and Public Relations Director and Diane Jones CPE Manager.

On a motion made and duly seconded, the minutes of the October 26, 2007, Board of Directors meeting was approved.  The motion passed.

EMERGING ISSUES

Mark LaCour and Brian Gallagher reported on the Young CPA Gulf Coast Service Camp led by the North Carolina Association of CPAs Young CPA Board.  This was a program to assist with long-term Katrina recovery efforts in New Orleans.  Members of the LCPA Young CPA Board joined in the volunteer effort to help over 100 people, businesses and non-profit organizations.

OLD BUSINESS 

The board received a report on the LCPA Peer Review Program, the State Board’s Peer Review program and the status of discussions with the State Board regarding both programs.  After a length discussion the Board adopted the following motion.

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board approved legislation for the 2008 Regular Session to remove the prohibition for the Society to provide our State Board with copies of Peer Review Reports.  This approval is granted provided the State Board takes certain actions regarding its Peer Review Program.  The motion passed.

There was no other old business to come before the Board.

NEW BUSINESS

On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board approved the Peer Review Committees recommendation on fees for the Peer Review Program.  Sole practitioneer-$180, 2-5 professionals-$255, 6-10 professionals-330, 11+ professionals $405.   Cart Fees- $500 for the first engagement, $250 for each addition engagement.  The motion passed.

The Board approved the request of the Accounting Education Issues Committee to present the Society’s Lifetime Achievement in Accounting Education at the Educator’s Conference instead of the Annual Meeting.
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board renewed the contract of Harris DeVille and Associates as the Society’s lobbyist for 2008.  The motion passed.

There were no recommendations from chapters.

There were no recommendations from committees.

There was no new business to come before the Board.

OTHER REPORTS

Al Suffrin reported on the nomination process for the 2008 Public Service Award and the upcoming article in Lagniappe requesting Key Person volunteers for the newly elected Legislators.
Bob Angelico gave a report on the need for volunteers to serve on the Louisiana Tax Commission and the Board of Commerce and Industry.

Roy Austin gave a report on the status of the project which will enable practitioners and companies to file all sales tax returns over the internet.

Grady Hazel and Ken Abney reported on the recent meeting of the Strategic Planning Committee which included discussions on Chapters and an annual report tied to the strategic goals of the LCPA.
There were no other reports to be presented.

REPORTS OF CHAPTERS
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to accept the chapter reports.  The motion passed.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES

The Board was referred to committee reports for their information.  All items requiring action had previously been considered in New and Old Business.

TREASURER'S REPORT
On a motion duly made and seconded the Board accepted the Treasurer’s Report as of October 31, 2007.  The motion passed.

MEMBERSHIP
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board approved the membership report of December 3, 2007, with total membership of 6,499 members.  The motion passed.

OTHER BUSINESS

There was no other business to come before the Board.

The Board was reminded of the next board meeting scheduled for February 22, 2008, in Baton Rouge at the Baton Rouge Country Club.
