* MINUTES *


DECEMBER 15, 2010
The regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the Society of Louisiana CPAs was called to order by President, Bob Angelico at 9:34 a.m. on December 15, 2010 at the Hilton Riverside in New Orleans, Louisiana.

On a motion made and duly seconded, the minutes of the October 20, 2010 Board of Directors meeting were approved.  The motion passed.

DISCUSSION/EMERGING ISSUES
The board received a report from Kim Washington on her activities at the AICPA Leadership Academy.

The board discussed the four proposed Notices of Intent published by the Louisiana Department of Revenue regarding electronic filing of corporate and individual income tax extensions and the electronic payments that would accompany the extensions.  It was the consensus of the board that the LCPA would oppose theses new regulations and send a letter expressing the Society’s views.  The Society would also testify at the public hearing.
The board discussed the new emphasis being placed on the Louisiana unclaimed property requirements by the Louisiana Treasurer’s office and the Society’s efforts to communicate this to the members.
The board discussed various activities that are presently in place and additional activities to encourage and inform new members of the opportunities to be more involved with the LCPA.  The discussion especially focused on efforts to involve the young CPA or ways to provide more information on how to get involved to them.

OLD BUSINESS
The board was updated on the recent legislation passed exempting CPAs from the FTC’s proposed Red Flag rule.

Misean Reed and Kerry Nichols gave a report on efforts to communicate to new members the various ways that they could become active in the LCPA.

Lisa Traina presented an update on the results of the security audit of the LCPA’s technology.  She reported on the progress of correcting the deficiencies found.  

The board was directed to the different communications and recruiting efforts to retain members in the LCPA.

There was no other old business to come before the Board.

NEW BUSINESS

On a motion duly made and seconded the board approved the renewal of the contract for Harris and DeVille and Associates to serve as the lobbyist for the Society.  The motion passed unanimously.
There was no new business to come before the Board.

COMMUNICATION 
The board’s attention was drawn to communications received since the previous board meeting.

OTHER REPORTS

Cherie Bardwell reported to the board on the activities of the Young CPA Board.  A majority of their activities revolve around getting young CPAs more involved at the chapter level and the state level.

There were no other reports.

TREASURER'S REPORT
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board accepted the Treasurer's Report as of October 31, 2010.  The motion passed.

REPORTS OF CHAPTERS
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board voted to accept the chapter reports.  The motion passed.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES
The Board was referred to committee reports for their information.  All items requiring action had previously been considered in New and Old Business.

MEMBERSHIP
On a motion duly made and seconded, the Board approved the membership report of December 1, 2010 with total membership of 6,251 members.  The motion passed.

OTHER BUSINESS

There was no other business to come before the Board.
